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«Restoration and management of Oroklini Lake»
Flea market damage being restored

13 December 2012

The damage caused to Oroklini’s wildlife by the flea-market is being restored thanks to the EU funded LIFE
project [1] for the conservation of this important wetland. The Game and Fauna Service, which is the lead
beneficiary of this ground-breaking project, has started the restoration works on 8 December.

The flea-market had been operating within the Special Protection Area (SPA) of Oroklini Lake since 2007
resulting in significant loss of habitat. In that area was the Spur-winged Lapwing, a threatened bird species that
breeds only in Cyprus and Greece from the countries of the EU. The flea-market stopped operating and left the
site just in March 2012 after the case was taken to court by the District Office and thanks also to the indirect
pressure generated by the LIFE [2] project.

The restoration works will last for about a month and include the removal of the concrete and premix that was
dumped on the site and ploughing of the soil to help the natural vegetation return.

The Project Director and Head of Research Unit of the Game and Fauna Service, Nikos Kassinis said: ‘After the
completion of the restoration works we expect that the Spur-winged Lapwing will return to that area to nest as
the particular habitat is ideal for this species that nests on bear ground near the water. Besides, Spur-winged
Lapwing is sensitive to human disturbance and now that the flea-market no longer exists there the disturbance
has been reduced significantly. The LIFE project will be completed in 2014 and during its implementation more
restoration works will be carried out as well as awareness raising actions. The project aim is to bring an
ecological balance to the lake and to turn Oroklini Lake into a wetland haven for birds and a unique nature site
for people to enjoy.’

[1] This pioneering project, which began in January this year, is entitled «Restoration and Management of

Oroklini Lake», is co-funded by EU’s LIFE program and aims to protect Oroklini Lake, which is a Special Protection
